	[bookmark: _Toc469376090]1.	Source of Funds
	1.1	The Commission of the African Union (AUC) (hereinafter called “the Purchaser”) has received financing from the European Commission towards the cost of the procurement specified in the Bid Data Sheet, and intends to apply a portion of the funding to eligible payments under a contract for which this Invitation for Bids is issued.

	2.1	This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers from eligible source countries except as provided hereinafter.

2.2	Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the goods to be purchased under this Invitation for Bids.

2.3	Bidders must not be under a declaration of suspension for corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices as issued by the African Union in accordance with ITB Clause 36.1.

	3.1	All goods and related services to be supplied under the contract shall have their origin in eligible source countries as defined in the Bid Data Sheet.

3.2	For purposes of this clause, “origin” means the place where the goods are mined, grown, or produced, or the place from which the related services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing, or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially-recognised product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

3.3	The origin of goods and services is distinct from the nationality of the Bidder.

	11.1	The Bidder shall indicate on the appropriate Price Schedule the unit prices (where applicable) and total bid price of the goods it proposes to supply under the contract.

11.2	Prices indicated on the Price Schedule shall be entered separately in the following manner:

(a)	For goods offered from within the Country specified for delivery:

(i)	the price of the goods quoted EXW (ex - works, ex - factory, ex warehouse, ex showroom, or off-the-shelf, as applicable), excluding all customs duties and sales and other taxes payable that are subject to the African Union exemption on payment of duties and taxes;

(ii)	any such duties and taxes payable on the goods, that will be exempted if the Contract is awarded;

(iv)	the price of other (incidental) services, if any, as listed in the Bid Data Sheet.

(b)	For goods offered from abroad:

(i)	the price of the goods shall be quoted CIF named port of destination, or CIP border point, or CIP named place of destination,  as specified in the Bid Data Sheet. In quoting the price, the Bidder shall be free to use transportation through carriers registered in any eligible countries. Similarly, the Bidder may obtain insurance services from any eligible source country;

(ii)	the price of the goods quoted FOB port of shipment (or FCA, as the case may be), if specified in the Bid Data Sheet;

(iii)	the price of goods quoted CFR port of destination (or CPT as the case may be), if specified in the Bid Data Sheet;

11.3 The terms EXW, CIF, CIP, etc., shall be governed by the rules prescribed in the current edition of Incoterms published by the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris.

11.4	The Bidder’s separation of price components in accordance with ITB Clause 11.2 above will be solely for the purpose of facilitating the comparison of bids by the Purchaser and will not in any way limit the Purchaser’s right to contract on any of the terms offered.

11.5	Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder’s performance of the contract and not subject to variation on any account, unless otherwise specified in the Bid Data Sheet. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and will be rejected, pursuant to ITB Clause 24. If, however, in accordance with the Bid Data Sheet, prices quoted by the Bidder shall be subject to adjustment during the performance of the contract, a bid submitted with a fixed price quotation will not be rejected, but the price adjustment would be treated as zero.

11.6 If bids are invited for individual contracts (lots) or for any combination of contracts (packages), bidders wishing to offer any price reduction for the award of more than one Contract, shall specify in the bid the price reductions applicable to each package, or alternatively, to individual Contracts within the package.

(b)	For goods and services that the Bidder will supply from outside the Country specified for delivery, the prices shall be quoted in US Dollars unless otherwise specified in the Bid Data Sheet. If the Bidder wishes to be paid in a combination of amounts in different currencies, it may quote its price accordingly but use no more than three currencies.

	13.1	Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the Bidder’s eligibility to bid and its qualifications to perform the contract if its bid is accepted.

13.2	The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s eligibility to bid shall establish to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that the Bidder, at the time of submission of its bid, is from an eligible country as defined under ITB Clause 2.

13.3	The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications to perform the contract if its bid is accepted shall establish to the Purchaser’s satisfaction:

(a)	that, in the case of a Bidder offering to supply goods under the contract which the Bidder did not manufacture or otherwise produce, the Bidder has been duly authorised by the goods’ Manufacturer or producer to supply the goods in the Country specified for delivery;

(b) that the Bidder has the financial, technical, and production capability necessary to perform the contract;

(c)	that, in the case of a Bidder not doing business within the Country specified for delivery, the Bidder is or will be (if awarded the contract) represented by an Agent in the Country specified for delivery equipped and able to carry out the Supplier’s maintenance, repair, and spare partsstocking obligations prescribed in the Conditions of Contract and/or Technical Specifications; and

(d)	that the Bidder meets the qualification criteria listed in the Bid Data Sheet.

	14.1	Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the bidding documents of all goods and services which the Bidder proposes to supply under the contract.

	22.1	The Purchaser will open all bids in the presence of bidders or bidders’ representatives who choose to attend, at the time, on the date, and at the place specified in the Bid Data Sheet. The bidders or bidders’ representatives who are present shall sign an attendance sheet.

22.2 Envelopes marked “WITHDRAWAL” shall be opened and read out first. The inner envelopes of bids for which an acceptable notice of withdrawal has been submitted pursuant to ITB Clause 21 shall be returned un-opened to the Bidder.

22.3 The bidders’ names, bid modifications or withdrawals, bid prices, discounts, and the presence or absence of requisite bid security and such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening. No bid shall be rejected at bid opening, except for late bids, which shall be returned unopened to the Bidder pursuant to ITB Clause 20.

	23.1	During evaluation of the bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing, and no change in the prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted.

	24.1	The Purchaser will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order.

24.2	Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected, unless there is an obvious discrepancy in placement of the decimal point. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail. If the Bidder does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid will be rejected, and its bid security may be forfeited.  

24.3	The Purchaser may waive any minor informality, nonconformity, or irregularity in a bid which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any Bidder.

The Purchaser’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

24.5	If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and may not subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the nonconformity.

	26.1	The Purchaser will evaluate and compare the bids which have been determined to be substantially responsive, pursuant to ITB Clause 24.

26.2	The Purchaser’s evaluation of a bid will exclude and not take into account:

(a)	in the case of goods manufactured in the Country specified for delivery, or goods of foreign origin already located in the Country specified for delivery, sales and other similar taxes, which are or will be subject to the African Union exemption on payment of taxes and duties;

(b)	in the case of goods of foreign origin offered from abroad, customs duties and other similar import taxes on the goods where these are subject to the African Union exemption on payment of taxes and duties; and

(c)	any allowance for price adjustment during the period of execution of the contract, if provided in the bid.

26.3	Price comparison shall be between the EXW price of the goods offered from within the Country specified for delivery, and the CIF named port of destination (or CIP border point, or CIP named place of destination) price of the goods offered from outside the Country specified for delivery.

26.4	The Purchaser’s evaluation of a bid may take into account, in addition to the bid price quoted in accordance with ITB Clause 11.2, one or more of the following factors as specified in the Bid Data Sheet, and quantified in ITB Clause 26.5:

(iii)	The goods covered under this invitation are required to be delivered (shipped) in partial shipments, as specified in the Schedule of Requirements. Bids offering deliveries earlier or later than the specified deliveries will be adjusted in the evaluation by adding to the bid price a factor equal to a percentage, specified in the Bid Data Sheet, of EXW/CIF/CIP price per week of variation from the specified delivery schedule.

(c)	Deviation in payment schedule.

(i)	Bidders shall state their bid price for the payment schedule outlined in the SCC. Bids will be evaluated on the basis of this base price. Bidders are, however, permitted to state an alternative payment schedule and indicate the reduction in bid price they wish to offer for such alternative payment schedule. The Purchaser may consider the alternative payment schedule offered by the selected Bidder.

(ii)	The Purchaser will draw up a list of high-usage and high-value items of components and spare parts, along with estimated quantities of usage in the initial period of operation specified in the Bid Data Sheet. The total cost of these items and quantities will be computed from spare parts unit prices submitted by the Bidder and added to the bid price.
or
(iii)	The Purchaser will estimate the cost of spare parts usage in the initial period of operation specified in the Bid Data Sheet, based on information furnished by each Bidder, as well as on past experience of the Purchaser or other purchasers in similar situations. Such costs shall be added to the bid price for evaluation.

(e)	Spare parts and after sales service facilities in the Country specified for delivery.

The cost to the Purchaser of establishing the minimum service facilities and parts inventories, as outlined in the Bid Data Sheet or elsewhere in the bidding documents, if quoted separately, shall be added to the bid price.

(f)	Operating and maintenance costs.

Since the operating and maintenance costs of the goods under procurement form a major part of the life cycle cost of the equipment, these costs will be evaluated in accordance with the criteria specified in the Bid Data Sheet or in the Technical Specifications.

(g)	Performance and productivity of the equipment.

(i)	Bidders shall state the guaranteed performance or efficiency in response to the Technical Specification. For each drop in the performance or efficiency below the norm of 100, an adjustment for an amount specified in the Bid Data Sheet will be added to the bid price, representing the capitalised cost of additional operating costs over the life of the plant, using the methodology specified in the Bid Data Sheet or in the Technical Specifications.
or
(ii)	Goods offered shall have a minimum productivity specified under the relevant provision in the Technical Specifications to be considered responsive. Evaluation shall be based on the cost per unit of the actual productivity of goods offered in the bid, and adjustment will be added to the bid price using the methodology specified in the Bid Data Sheet or in the Technical Specifications.

(h)	Specific additional criteria 

Other specific additional criteria to be considered in the evaluation and the evaluation method shall be detailed in the Bid Data Sheet and/or the Technical Specifications.

26.6 When bids are invited for individual lots and award of multiple contracts to individual bidders is permitted, the methodology of evaluation and the application of any conditional discounts to determine the award of contracts shall be specified in the Bid Data Sheet.

· Outdoor unit composed of 1 antenna subsystem (dish, mounting, feed, LNB, cables and eventually RF filter) to allow the reception of the EUMETCast-Africa flows.

· 1 Acquisition subsystem consisting of a PC (PC1) equipped with a DVB-S2 reception card for EUMETCAST data flow reception, 
· 1 workstation for data acquisition and processing (PC2) and 1 workstation for data visualization and sharing (PC3). These 2 stations are so called eStations.

4. [bookmark: _Toc767631]Technical specifications 
4.1 [bookmark: _Toc767632]Preamble
1. The technical specifications contain updates based on the experience from MESA stations.
2. The original MESA technical specifications are in annex. 
3. The chapter 4 of the present technical requirements should prevail in case of conflicts.  
4.2 [bookmark: _Toc767633]General considerations
1. All the equipment shall be provided complete with the necessary accessories and/or parts such as to ensure that the unit can operate to the required technical and quality specifications. All details of specification within each lot for each item are the minimum requirements unless otherwise stated. Any improvements on the specifications or additional features offered should be clearly identified in the Tenderer’s offer.
2. All supplies need to be ready to operate after delivery and installation by the Contractor if no other conditions are mentioned in the technical specification.
3. The Contractor shall specify preliminary infrastructure work required such as concrete pad, network, and power supply. These specifications shall be sent to the Beneficiaries.  
4. The GMES Station configuration shall offer the same level of redundancy as the former MESA one. In particular, in case of failure of one PC, it shall be possible to switch over to a reduced configuration and the Station shall remain operational.
5. All equipment and licenses shall be designed to work indefinitely, i.e. at the end of the support period all functions must be able to continue without the need to procure new licenses or license hardware (dongles etc.). 
6. All licenses should be independent of hardware, i.e. a hardware failure (e.g. hard disk, dongle) should not necessitate the purchase of any new licenses
7. The Contractor is responsible for installing all the software packages prior to the delivery, including the software packages provided by third parties.
8. The remote access, when it is possible, shall be set up and tested as part of the Station deployment.
9. The Contractor shall perform a Factory Acceptance Test (FAT) on the GMES&Africa Station, to verify that all hardware and software requirements are met for each kind of antenna (2.4m and 3.7m diameter, see below). The successful FAT will result in the authorization to proceed to the shipment of the stations. External actors (JRC, EUM, AUC) will participate in the FAT.
4.2.1 [bookmark: _Toc767634]Hardware
1. [bookmark: _Hlk526177831][bookmark: _Hlk526177854]All the electronic devices shall be compatible with the power supply features in the countries of delivery, unless otherwise specified. In addition, all the electrical devices which have to be interconnected shall be fully compatible.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk526177903]All the hardware indoor units must be operable in an office environment with regards to the following temperature, humidity and dust conditions:
· Temperature Operating 10° to 35° C (50° to 95° F) 
· Non-Operating (Storage) -40° to 65° C (-40° to -149° F) 
· Relative Humidity 20% to 80% (non-condensing)
· Dust-free conditions prevail 
· AC of the room is recommended 
3. Redundant physical hard disks shall be implemented on each PC in a RAID 1 (or similar) type configuration to ensure operations can continue in the case of the failure of a single disk. The user (and/or help desk) should be automatically informed in the case of failure of one of the disks so that a replacement can be sent, and the failed disk replaced.
4. Some preventive measures shall be proposed to cope with problems of unexpected UPS battery alteration; e.g. automatic equipment shutdown to prevent full discharge. These measures could be documented for example in a FAQ on a website.
5. [bookmark: _Hlk526178119]PC1 (acquisition sub-system) should be set up only as a Reception Station with an FTP/File Server functionality, and not to install and run other application software. Peaks in disk or bus usage could interrupt the DVB data reception and thus cause non-recoverable data losses. However, running EUMETCast reception software on a processing PC or eStation is acceptable as a backup solution in case of an acquisition PC failure.
4.2.2 [bookmark: _Toc767635]Software
1. The tenderer shall propose the necessary measures to protect against malware/viruses (e.g. antivirus, virus database update), knowing that some antivirus software have an adverse effect on the Tellicast software.   
2. The system shall allow remote access for maintenance whenever possible, when there is a reliable internet connection and or when the institutional policy accepts it. The idea is to allow taking control over a computer anywhere on the Internet, through firewalls. However, due to always possible security matters, the preferred solution is a simple solution supported by on-board software, e.g. SSH command line interface, VNC etc. When allowed, other open source software, reliable and proofed, renowned enough, maintained by a community of users, can be proposed [footnoteRef:11]. Team Viewer will not be accepted.   [11:  A list of free application can be found, e.g., at: https://www.lifewire.com/free-remote-access-software-tools-2625161] 

3. [bookmark: _Hlk526329450]To enable end-users with minimal system administration experience to install/re-install the applications, there shall be the provision of a simple installation procedure for all necessary applications.
4. A system software image (a.k.a ISO) that contains all software components that will be installed on each PC through a simple and guided procedure. For instance, the system image for the acquisition PC should include the Operating System, the DVB and EKU device drivers and the Tellicast Client application.  
5. [bookmark: _Hlk526329497]To enable end-users with minimal system administration experience to perform partial/complete backups/restores of the system software and data there should be the provision of a suitable backup/restore mechanism.  
6. [bookmark: _Hlk526331004]When software upgrade is needed, the Contractor shall provide easily-installable software packages/upgrades including all the necessary software components. The system software packages/upgrades shall be distributed via EUMETCast and/or by other means, e.g. via FTP or CDs/DVDs/USB sticks. The upgrade process should be as automated as much as possible, but if it necessitates an interruption to the operational use of the Station (e.g. a reboot) the user should be able to acknowledge and trigger the process at a suitable time.
7. To simplify application upgrades, no licenses should be required for these upgrades.
8. The installation of upgraded software versions shall allow the user to preserve his own configuration.  
9. To allow hardware maintenance/replacement, the application software licenses should not be linked to any specific hardware (e.g. network cards, DVB devices etc.) with the exception of a unique system identifier.
10. To enable end-users with minimal system administration experience to configure the applications, there should be the provision of one or more graphical user interfaces for configuring all necessary applications.

· Regarding the acquisition sub-system, the Contractor will implement a Dashboard page, i.e. a single-entry point that visualizes the overall status of the Receiving Station, including the status of relevant services (Tellicast, file housekeeping and dispatching), the quality of the DVB signal, the release of the application software installed, system status (e.g. disk usage), CPU usage and announcements delivered by EUMETSAT. 
· Regarding the acquisition sub-system, a report tool button will generate an archive containing log files[footnoteRef:15], screenshots saved by the user, command line outputs, configuration files related to the current status that would make user queries faster/simpler. The data collected shall be configurable via a configuration file that can be transmitted via EUMETCast.  [15:  NB A similar functionality already exists as part of the e-Station] 

4.3.4 [bookmark: _Toc767640]UPS
· Power failures are major issues in Africa for ensuring the flow of data and for maintaining the receiving, processing and storage systems, in good working condition. They happen at random. Their duration varies from seconds to hours. They come along with perturbations of the electrical supply, power sags, power surges, brownouts, line noise, high voltage spikes, frequency variations, switching transients, harmonic distortion, etc. 
· The beneficiaries of the stations can or cannot have uninterruptible power supplies to manage cuts and maintain the quality of the powering.  
· [bookmark: _Hlk526334461]The Contractor shall provide an Uninterruptible Power Supply (UPS) capable to handle at least the specificities of the Acquisition sub system with regards to the power disturbances that might occur in the area where the reception system is located. The minimum runtime of the UPS should not be less than 60 minutes (8 hours being a must, like MESA Stations), while all the parts of the stations are served.  
· The UPS must allow (via USB, network and appropriate software) for the proper shutdown of the three computers. The acquisition system must be able to continue functioning for one hour, the other computers will shut down within five minutes after the power cut.  
· (Optional) In areas where power failures are regularly longer than 60 minutes, the contractor should propose a specific powering solution combining UPS and other power generators. The capacities of the proposed solutions should cope at least the point 4 above.

· Support for the Validation of the upgrades before dissemination to the beneficiaries through the EUMETCast channel.
· Integration of the new packages into the original .iso, in order to have an up-to-date medium for re-installation of the GMES&Africa stations (if/when needed).
· The Contractor shall provide a 1-year software warranty after each software upgrade under this Contract (including the initially deployed software).
